A Season Unexpected

No one on earth expected Easter, save One. Jesus had been 
told He would be killed, and on the third day be raised, but 
when He shared it with the disciples they were not able to 
hear it. So when God raised Jesus from the dead on that first 
Easter, most of the disciples were still on the run. As far as 
they were concerned Jesus was dead and so was their mission.

led the congregation in cascades of praise to our Risen Lord. 
He Is Risen! We shouted. He Is Risen Indeed! We exclaimed. 
I really believe The Holy Trinity heard us. Now begs the 
question: “What next?" The 2nd Sunday of Easter, often 
called “Low Sunday” because of low attendance (for a variety 
of reasons unexplained) still found 700+ worshipers present, 
but we still have 5 Sundays of Easter Season remaining. 

What happened from that first Easter until now to explain 
the existence of The Church, and our recent great Easter 
celebration? Only one thing-the unexpected visits of The 
Resurrected Lord! Jesus startled Mary, crashed the disciples' 
hideout, tracked Peter down while fishing, knocked Saul to 
the ground while persecuting people of “The Way,” and so 
on He worked. Peter was The Rock at Pentecost, and Saul 
became apostle Paul, sent to the gentiles. We have a church 
because of visits made that were not expected, and certainly 
were not by invitation. Jesus Christ is going to build the 
Church, with or without help, and He will visit unexpectedly 
and unannounced-the question before us is “who will be 
next?”

We have 5 more Sundays to gather together and witness 
this great thing that The Lord is doing-Easter has just begun. 
Will I see you in worship the remainder of Easter Season? I 
hope so.

COMMITTING TO THE JOURNEY

Confirmation is not a destination. It is more of a way station, 
a place where we renew our commitment to the journey we 
have been traveling under the care of others.

Confirmation is a sacred day of commitment and celebration 
in the life of an individual and the church. Although 
confirmation is not a sacrament in The United Methodist 
Church, it is an important marker along our spiritual journeys. 
It is the continuation of one’s faith journey, a journey begun at 
baptism, and the beginning of one’s covenant relationship with 
the church, not an end unto itself.

In our church, sixth grade students begin their journey by 
discussing the history of Methodism. They learn about John 
Wesley, the father of Methodism,  his faith journey, and that 
American Methodism grew in response to Christ’s call to “go 
and make disciples of all nations.” Confirmands also discuss 
the three types of grace – prevenient grace, justifying grace, 

and sanctifying grace, and the United Methodist motto of 
open hearts, open minds, and open doors.

Beginning in January, our ministers and staff spend time 
instructing and answering questions from the confirmands.  
Topics include the sacraments, worship, missions, the Bible, 
the creeds, the Holy Spirit, and the history of First United 
Methodist.

Because our journey in the Christian faith is not intended 
to be a solo venture, throughout the service there are places for 
the congregation to participate. In different parts of the service, 
us renew our baptism vows, profess our faith together with the 
confirmands, promise to do all in our power to support these 
newest professing members, and with them renew ourcovenant 
to be the body of Christ for the world.

the evil powers of the world, and 
repent of their sin.

2 To accept the freedom and 
power God gives them 

to resist evil, injustice, and 
oppression.

3 To confess Jesus Christ as 
Savior, put their whole trust

4 To remain faithful members 
of Christ’s holy church and 

serve as Christ’s representatives in 
the world.

5 To be loyal to Christ through 
The United Methodist 

Church and do all in their power 
to strengthen it's ministries.

6 To faithfully participate 
in it's ministries by their 

prayers, their presence, their gifts, 
their service, and their witness.

7 To receive and profess the 
Christian faith as contained 

in the Scriptures of the Old and 
New Testaments.

Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, 
"Whom shall I send, and who will go for us?"  
And I said, “Here am I; send me” (Isaiah 6:8)

Sixteen of our youth and adults heard the 
call to serve over spring break and headed 
to Eleuthera, an island in the Bahamas, to 
do home repairs. Eleuthera, although very 
beautiful, is a extremely poor island. Several 
homes do not have adequate plumbing and 
many are in desperate need of repairs.

We began our journey in Nassau at St. 
Michael’s United Methodist Church on 
Palm Sunday.  This was our first encounter 
with Bahamian hospitality. When we arrived 
(one and half hours later than expected) 
Reverend Stubbs and his wife picked us up 
from the airport and brought us to their 
church. They had sixteen air mattresses and 
beds ready for us. The next morning we 
were invited to attend service and their Palm 
Sunday parade.  After service, we gathered 
outside the sanctuary, received our palms, 
and paraded throughout the community 

with the congregation and a marching band. 
After our parade the congregation invited us 
to their fellowship lunch.

When we arrived in Eleuthera that 
afternoon, the director and a long term 
volunteer from Bahamas Methodist Habitat 
met us at the airport.  We drove an hour to 
our camp and began our orientation. The 
next morning we woke up early and headed 
to our work-sites.  Our group worked on four 
homes, in addition to the cottage at Camp 
Symonette, where long term volunteers stay.  
The teams did some electrical work, tiled, 
made and hung exterior doors, painted, and 
hung dry wall.

I believe each of us began this trip with 
different expectations. Some went with 
the expectation of seeing and playing with 
children. Some had the expectation of 
working on and repairing as many homes 
as possible. Others had expectations of 
absorbing every bit of the Bahamian culture.  
And still others had no expectations except 
to see where God was calling them.

As we closed our week with reflection and 
foot washing, we realized that regardless of 
what our expectations were going into the 
week, we all experienced many of the same 
things. We experienced that even though 
the people of Eleuthera were monetarily 
poor, they were rich in relationships. We 
experienced the joy of community. We 
witnessed the passion of loving Jesus through 
Bible study and Palm Sunday parades.  But 
most importantly, we witnessed God. We 
witnessed God in every laugh we heard, in 
every smile we encountered, in every person 
we met. We witnessed God in our group, in 
sharing the burdens, in tears shed, in helping 
hands. We are humbled by the experience 
and are grateful for the support and prayers 
of our church family.
