All Things Bright and Beautiful - ARTISTS - (15t & 2™) Children in Sue Thomas' class will be involved in creative
experiences to enjoy the process of creating art pieces focusing on the art style of Eric Carle (children’s author
and illustrator) as well as other famous artists. Children will celebrate their creative experience by sharing their
art pieces in our 2" Annual First Church Children's Art Show in the Wright Place in August.

All Things Bright and Beautiful - NATURE - (3™ & 4™) Peggy Baker, a retired teacher and bird lover, will teach
children to enjoy the process of creating art pieces focusing on the beauty and wonder found in nature. Children
in this class will celebrate their creative experience by sharing their art pieces in our 2" Annual First Church
Children's Art Show in The Wright Place in August.
